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Since 2021 we have run and subsidised 
a programme of regular workshops.
Ropework
Workshops for all abilities including general SRT skills, 
rigging, rescue, ladder and lifelining and pull-through.

First aid for cavers
For recreational cavers to learn relevant first aid skills.

Geology and photography
Our popular geology tours and photographic workshops.

Digital surveying
Use of electronic surveying equipment for real-time data 
capture and drawing up using modern software.

To help develop skills for those new to leading trips.

Sell Gill Holes
Replacement of stockproof fencing around the entrance.

Alum Pot
Rebuilding of sections of the 
drystone wall around Alum Pot 
and replacement of stiles.

Great Douk Cave
The remediation of a partially 
collapsed shakehole which was 
posing a hazard to livestock and 
walkers on nearby paths.

Scoska Cave
Installing barrier tape to protect an area within the entrance 
with a scientifically interesting variety of flora and fauna.

White Scar Cave
A Craven PC project with CNCC support to restore access 
beyond the show-cave following a substantial collapse.

Death’s Head Hole
Pruning of the dying rowan tree in the shakehole, installation of 
new ground-spike anchors and planting of new trees.

Lancaster Hole
A Red Rose CPC project with CNCC support to stabilise and fill 
a void behind the entrance pipe following a collapse.

After removing access restrictions on 
Ingleborough, Leck and Casterton Fells, 
since 2022 we have focused elsewhere.
Birks Fell Cave
Through engagement with National Trust while exploiting 
the benefits of CRoW access land, open access was finally 
announced in 2022 without compromising relations.

Mongo Gill Hole
A simple online alternative to the historic permit system 
was agreed in 2023 with Stump Cross Caverns.

Robinsons’ Pot
Modernisation of the access agreement in 2024 so that all 
BCA members (individuals and clubs) can gain access.

Ongoing issues at High Birkwith
Engaging with cavers and kindred organisations to raise 
awareness of our loss of access to several popular caves 
and exploring all options to regain consented access.

Promoting and supporting caving to 
increase participation and awareness.

A Red Rose CPC project with CNCC support to regain access 
following a major collapse of the entrance and cliff face.

Grassington Mines
Sponsoring a team of local enthusiasts to make safe and 
preserve future access to the mines of Grassington Moor.

Buttertubs Pots
